matters until the relevant court order is isstied or ruling rendered.

checking accounts, savings accounts, or any other form; withdraw current or
fulure cash deposiis, secuwities, objects, merchandise, documents and
correspondence  from pubﬁc offices and banking institutions, whether
government or private; sign, accept, reject, endorse, discount, protest, and pay
off checks, bills of exchange, vouchers, promissery notes, and other
commercial or civil credit instruments, receiving their amounts.
